A letter written by the applicant, together with the
contact details of two referees, addressed to the
Principal, should accompany the Application Form.

Short-listed candidates will subsequently be invited
to attend a short interview with the Principal and
another teacher, usually the Head of Middle or
Senior School, as appropriate.

o Evidence of leadership roles within current
school or community

O Any other relevant documents in support
of the application
